EDITOR'S NOTES 

 

I hope everyone enjoyed Amy Jacobsen's talk about 

Laelia anceps as much as I did. I'd like to share my 

notes on Amy's presentation. They may not be totally 

accurate, so please feel free to send me your corrections 

and I will print in the January newsletter. 

 

Amy began her talk by saying that Laelia anceps is a 

good "beginner orchid" due to its hardiness. 

 

The pale pink Laelia anceps is the "typical" form and is 

called Laelia anceps fma. (forma or variety) anceps. It is 

native to Mexico with small isolated groups in 

Honduras and Guatemala, growing in mixed oak forests 

and coffee plantations. This typical form can still be 

found growing wild in Veracruz, Mexico. There are 

many forms of Laelias and Amy touched on just a few. 
 

L. anceps 'Irwins' is the typical color form. L. anceps 'Mendenhall' comes from "Irwin's" breeding. It is darker in color 

and has rounded petals. 

 

In cattleyas, the blue color form is called "coerulea". In L. anceps it is "vietchiana". 

 

L. anceps fma. alba means there is no red in the flower. L. anceps fma. 'Bulls' FCC/RHS is a true alba form and is 

used in breeding for its pure-white progeny. 

 

L. anceps fma. delicata is a very delicate pink color if given bright light. In lower light, the flower color has less pink. 

 

L. anceps fma. lineata has solid lavender sepals, but the petals have lines and feathery markings of a darker lavender. 

 

In cattleyas, what we refer to as "peloric" is called "Roeblingiana". 

 

Amy then spoke about two subspecies (subsp.) of Laelia.  

The first is Laelia anceps subsp. dawsonii fma. dawsonii. She said it is found growing in the wild only in 

southern Oaxaca and blooms toward the end of November into January, later than other anceps varieties. This is an 
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endangered form. The best examples of Laelia anceps subsp. dawsonii  fma. dawsonii are 'Newberry Princess', 'Rio 

Verde' and 'Helen'. 

The second is Laelia anceps subsp. dawsonii fma. chilapensis aka the "Guerrero" type. Unfortunately, this 

form is now extinct in nature. A beautiful example of this form is "San Bar Gloriosa'.  

 

Amy said there are many beautiful Laelia hybrids on the market. The hybrids hold their flowers well above the 

foliage. She mentioned some that she thought were particularly nice. I mention the names in the event some of you 

want to look them up and place on your "want" list: 

 L. Nemesis (L. anceps x L. superbiens) 

 L. Summit (L. anceps x L. lyonsii)  

 Lc. Coastal Sunrise (L. anceps x C. Helen Veliz) 

 L. Finckeniana (L. anceps x L. albida) 

 Lc. Newberry Glow (L. anceps x C. milleri) 

 Lc. Canariensis (L. anceps x C. harpophylla) 

She also mentioned the following, as being "special': 

 Caulaelia Mizoguchi (Caulaelia Snowflake x L. anceps) 

 Lc. Coastal Splendor (L. dawsonii x C. Persepolis) 

 Lc. Clar Hancock (L. anceps x C. Ethel Merman) 

 Lc. Caligula (C. percivaliana x L. anceps) 

 Rhyncatlaelia Night Moves (L. anceps x Rlc. Pink Debutante) 

 Lc. Hsin Buu Lady (L. anceps x Wendy's Valentine) 

 Lc. Twilight Song (C. walkeriana x L. anceps) 

 Lc. Fiesta Days (Lc. Chiapas x L. anceps) 

 

Laelia anceps is one of the hardiest for cold tolerance of any of the cattleya alliance. Amy said her anceps tolerated a 

low of 25° for two days without damage and will tolerate 90° - 100° summer temperatures. In their native habitat, L. 

anceps grow in full sun, however, they also have a 90% humidity. 

 

We should grow them in bright light with lots of air movement, giving 70% to 80% shade in summer and 30% shade 

in winter. If the foliage is too green, the plant is not receiving enough light and will not grow strongly or flower well.  

 

In their native habitat, L. anceps are receiving tropical rains during their growing season, late spring through early fall. 

Therefore, we need to water heavily during this time. Laelias love fertilizer during their rapid growth season in the 

summer as well as in the winter. Amy fertilizes at every watering (she uses Miracle Grow with a lower middle number 

in the formulation. Twice a year, Amy substitutes Epsom Salt in place of fertilizer). During the summer, depending on 

whether you have your plants mounted or in a pot, you may need to water daily. The plants want to have their roots 

wet and then be able to dry out quickly and completely.  

 

Amy plants her Laelias in 10" ï 12" bulb pans, although they also do well mounted (but then they MUST be watered 

once or more daily during the summer). During the winter, Amy waters and fertilizes her plants every 10 to 14 days. 

If outdoors in the winter, Amy said you must protect from winter rains, as this is the dry season in Mexico. 

 

Amy said L. anceps are susceptible to root loss if they are kept too wet. She suggests using the "Power Plus" grade of 

Orchiata bark (the largest). The time to repot is important. It is best to repot when the new roots appear in the spring. 

If you do this, the plant will establish very quickly. If you repot too late, there is not enough time for the new roots to 

get established for a strong flowering.  

 

Finally, Amy stressed the importance of cleaning the dry bracts off the stems. She said to peel them off carefully so as 

not to break off a new growth or root. Also, humidity can cause the bracts to turn black and hold moisture against the 

stems. In nature, the rains naturally wash the bracts off the plants.

General Growing Tips. Winterôs cool days and nights have 

already affected most collections; if all plants are not already 

indoors, they soon may be. Concerning daylight intensity and its 

duration, the seasonal change must be obvious by now. Donôt 

allow daytime temperatures to rise too high before ventilating 

the growing area. Fresh air is important for healthy plants and 

their owners. Just remember that if the grower can be 

reasonably comfortable with the temperature and humidity 

conditions in the growing area, 

the plants are likely to be 

satisfied too. 

Cattleyas. Plants are 

responding to the shorter, cooler 

days and less intense sun by 

slowing and ripening their 

growth, so reduce your 

frequency of watering as the 

plants dry out more slowly and 

have a lesser need for fertilizer. 

Cattleya skinneri should be 

pushing its buds up into dried sheaths for a January flowering; 

do not cut the sheaths off or open them. Cattleya trianiae and 

its hybrids ought to be blooming for several months beginning 

now. Many Sophronitis hybrids typically flower this season. 

Laelia anceps, the Christmas orchid, will have well defined 

buds just waiting for natureôs signal to open. 

Dendrobiums. Generalizations are hard within this very 

diverse group. The winter resting deciduous dendrobiums of 

the Dendrobium (Nobiles 

and Seminobiles) and 

Callista sections can be kept 

dry and cool this month. 

Shoot for minimum 

temperatures of 40 F. Nobile 

type dendrobiums may 

show some swollen nodes 

on their leafless 

pseudobulbs and flowers 

may appear by the monthôs end. Your other dendrobiums will  

also be resting up this month though not dormant. Youôll water 

these half as often as you did in the summer. Shoot for 

minimum temperatures of 45 to 55 F and 55 to 60 F for the 

biggibum types. 

Oncidiums. The mule-ear oncidium, 

Oncidium splendidum, and the popular 

thin-leaved type, Oncidium maculatum, 

should be producing inflorescences. Stake 

the oncidium inflorescence as it grows 

upward, but do not allow the tip to droop as 

you would for a phalaenopsis.  

Paphiopedlums. Some of the 

mottled leaved species like 

Paphiopedilum fairrieanum and 

sukhakulii bloom now. Keep their 

potting medium moist and avoid 

getting water in the pouch.  

Phalaenopsis. Groom and stake each phalaenopsis spike. 

Avoid excess plant movement 

while the buds are developing 

or the buds may blast (wither). 

High humidity in a closed 

house can lead to flower 

spotting caused by Botrytis; 

provide supplementary air 

circulation with fans and/or 

increase temperatures above 

60 F.  

Vandas. Vandas are starting to rest now. You can gradually 

reduce your watering to every 

other day and cut back on 

fertilizer. Ascocentrum 

aurantiacum may have some 

beautiful orange to yellow 

flowers in bloom by the end of 

the month. 

 

Other Genera. T h e Catasetinae (catasetums,clowesia, 

cycnoches and mormodes) are going dormant now and their 

leaves have been yellowing and dropping. Once the leaves 

yellow, restrict watering until the spring growth is a few inches 

tall. The jewel orchid Ludisia discolor will begin to develop 

inflorescences soon. Clean the foliage now before the 

inflorescences grow.
